Please note that candidates will be shortlisted on the basis of SNAP score alone. The additional information requested here will be counted towards the Group Interaction/Personal Interview process. 

Important:  Please make sure that any written or creative work that you submit (uploaded or otherwise) is solely your own work.  Submitting someone else’s work as your own is plagiarism.  Symbiosis takes the issue of plagiarism very seriously.  If any evidence of plagiarism is proven, your application will be rejected.

Please provide the following:

1. Curriculum Vitae: Must have following sub headings:

a. Educational qualifications

b. Activities relevant to your application (can include research, work experience, volunteer work)

c. Recent achievements (can include extracurricular activities like sports, art, debating, theatre, and dance etc)

2. Statement of Purpose: This must be no more than one page long (up to 500 words). It must answer the following questions about you:

a. Why are you applying to this programme of study?

b. What particular area among our degree programmes interests you?

3. Written work (only for MMC):

A single piece of original writing by you – which does not exceed 1000 words in length. The writing sample will help the admissions panel determine your suitability to the programme. The submission must be in English.  If it is translated from something you wrote in another language, please mention this fact clearly.

4. References:  Two compulsory academic references and one optional industry reference. Please mention in what capacity these individuals have known you.

We will require their name, designation, institution to which they are affiliated, email id, and phone number.
